-PrometheusAeschylus is considered to be the father of Greek Tragedy as we know it, if for no other

reason than his introduction of a second actor onto the scene. Up until his time, plays had consisted

of just one actor, changing masks if necessary. But in addition to being an innovator, Aeschylus

wrote one of the really pivotal works in the history of literature and of the human quest to understand



our purpose in the universe: Prometheus Bound.The parallels to the Biblical account of man's fall

are obvious. Prometheus is a Titan, more than human but less than God, like the angels. He gives

fire to mankind in violation of Zeus' orders, making man a threat to the gods.

Not only does

Prometheus refuse, he is outwardly defiant of the king of the gods: PROMETHEUS These things

are sorrowful for me to speak, Yet silence too is sorrow: all ways woe!
