ARDENNES 1944 manages to covey the complete story
of the battle in a succinct and colorful manner that reads like watching a movie.Beevor does a good
job prepping readers by detailing several critical events that contributed to the course of the battle to
come, like the wasteful battle of attrition in the Hurtgen Forest, the onset of winter, logistics and
Allied intelligence failures. This combination of events contributed greatly to the initial success of the
German attack and the rather inept Allied reaction to the attack.
